University of Cincinnati gets $22.7 million federal grant for study of rare lung ailment
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CINCINNATI (AP) — The University of Cincinnati has landed one of the largest grants in its history, $22.7 million in federal funds to support research into a rare lung disease.

Pulmonary medicine director Frank McCormack at the university's College of Medicine says the money from the National Institutes of Health will provide better access to data and experts.

The research into the disease (lymphangioleiomyomatosis) and possible treatments has advanced to the stage of clinical trials on humans.

James Heubi is another of the university's lead investigators. He says the grant also will allow for the hiring of at least 20 people now and more later as the research activities progress.
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
